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MINUTES OF MEETING OFCHIVELSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

1. Apologies: Cllrs. Owen Masters, A. House, S. Tucker, D Hampden-Smith.  The Parish Council accepted these apologies.

2. Declarations of Interest: Cllrs. J. Brazil, Mrs J. Trinick and R. Tucker in relation to item 10.

3. Minutes of the meetings held on 13th and 20th May 2004:

It was PROPOSED by Cllr.Harwood and SECONDED by Cllr. J. Brazil that the minutes dated 13th May and 20th May 2004 were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the last two meeting:

(a)
Telephone box at Higher Park – to report progress made by the clerk with regard to having the power restored:  Western Power are sending a quotation, which is presently awaited, for the works if council were to provide someone to dig out the cable.

(b)
Broadband availability – email from Gillian Woodland re: enablement date.  Forms from those interested in broadband had been collected but the criteria for enablement has changed.  It was noted that the dates for enablement would not be known until the end of June but Gillian Woodland would keep council advised.  The Chairman thanked Cllr. Brazil for organizing the collection of the forms.

(c)
Removal of telephone boxes from Chivelstone and Ford – acknowledgement from BT of letter of objection from the Parish Council and notification of extension of consultation period.  Copies of letters sent by residents of Ford and their reply received:  BT have acknowledged in their email dated 24th May 2004 that due to the considerable amount of responses to this consultation there will be a delay in their response.  They assured council however that no action will be taken until council’s issues have been dealt with.  A further letter from BT dated 31st May 2004 advised that the consultation period has been extended until 12th July 2004.  The three copy objection letters written by parishioners to BT were noted.

P3 Scheme – to note offers of help and decide on a way forward to ensure that all paths have been surveyed:  Offers of help have been received from Martin Catt and Jane Shadbolt, these were noted.  On the return of the clerk a meeting will be set up and interested parties notified.

Garden Shed, Kittiwake Cottage – to discuss the response from Mr and Mrs Bonham regarding the request from the Parish Council to move the shed:  A letter dated 27th May 2004 from Mr and Mrs Bonham was read out wherein it requested that parish council allow them time to use the shed for storage during their move to the area.  Mr and Mrs Bonham have agreed to remove the shed and carry out remedial works to the land when they are resident in Chivelstone.  It was PROPOSED by the Chairman and SECONDED by Cllr. Mrs Trinick that council take their letter in good faith

6. Cllr J. Brazil (S.H.D.C.): 

Cllr. Brazil noted concern in relation to a forthcoming waste collection issue after attending his policy group meeting and advised that a further meeting is to take place on 30th June with decisions at end of July.  He warned that some of the options district council is talking about involved only collecting refuse once a fortnight.  Cllr Brazil has advised his committee that he finds this unacceptable.  When further information comes to hand of the policies or options he felt the council should be ready to act.  The intention is to extend recycling to 100% of the district and to also include collection of organic waste.  In view of this being a holiday area with occupants visiting for one week at a time this new procedure could also become a problem for holiday premises.  A concerted effort may be needed from the parishes in order to ensure residents are aware and there is proper consultation.

7. Public Participation:
Mr Stark was heartened to see a duck had returned to the pond and congratulated the chairman on having the pond cleared.  He enquired what the council’s view was on the relaxation of the licensing laws next year due next year, especially in relation to the Pig’s Nose.  Cllr. Brazil declared an interest on this issue.  The chairman advised that this question had been raised in the Parish Plan questionnaire and the responses therein were discussed.  Cllr. Brazil advised that every individual premise that requires a licence will have to apply to the district council and at that time people will have the benefit of making representations should they choose to.  Mr Stark noted that he was more concerned about young people who drink and then ‘go running around the village green causing problems’.  These concerns were noted.

Edward Baker wanted to thank the district councillor for all the hard work he had done in supporting the community in ensuring an acceptable decision was reached on the application for a chicken farm.  He further questioned what the district council’s opinion was on a camping site in this area.  Cllr. Brazil advised that SHDC policy was not to allow any new camp sites on the south side of the A379.  However having spoken to Steve Munday, Cllr Brazil and the chairman confirmed that Mr Munday was considering a departure from the rules to assist this parish as they have shown a desire to accommodate this function.  It will therefore be up to the local community to make their case as if SHDC were taken to court they would need to ensure that they have a robust case in favour of camping.

8. Planning:

Planning Permission Grant Application 10/0600/04/F Erection of extension, 3 Higher Park, East Prawle, Kingsbridge.  Applicant Mrs E. Allen.  The Council noted the two conditions dated 14th May 2004

Application 10/0995/04/F Extension to dwelling, 5 Higher Park, East Prawle, Applicant Mr J.P. Kelland.  Cllr. Brazil noted that the presentation of the plans was so poor he felt compelled to abstain from voting.  He also noted that in future should any plans be submitted of such poor quality he would feel obliged to refuse the application.  Cllr Trinick PROPOSED no objection but felt that Cllr. Brazil’s concern should be noted in relation to the presentation of the plans.  The Chairman SECONDED this proposal.  All in favour.

(c)
Letter from SHDC Enforcement Officer re: Land at Hazelgrove South Allington re: appeal to enforcement notice – to decide what response the Parish Council should make to the appeal notification.  Cllr. Harwood PROPOSED and Cllr. Brazil SECONDED that a letter be sent stating that parish council have no further comments to add and would leave this matter for the officers to deal with.

Clerk’s expenses for the period April 2004 to June 2004 inclusive and Clerks salary for period 01/04/04 to 30/06/04 (£191.83).  It was PROPOSED by Cllr. Brazil and SECONDED by Cllr. Mrs Trinick that the invoices and figures be agreed with all in favour of them being paid.

Village Green Honesty boxes – to note the amount collected between March and June (£188.35).  It was noted that £28.17 had been collected from the ‘Shop’ and £160.18 from the ‘Bus Shelter’ Village Green Parking Boxes making a total of £188.35 which was banked on 8th June 2004.

(d)
Letter from Ken Abraham requesting relevant paperwork for internal audit:  A letter dated 4th June 2004 requesting items needed for the internal audit were noted and provided where appropriate.  The books were delivered on the 11th June 2004 and were collected on 15th June 2004 with everything being deemed in order.  Thanks were given to the Clerk for all her hard work in preparing and submitting these accounts.

10. Camping Policy in Saltstone Ward – to discuss information received following consultation with landowners and businesses in the Chivelstone Parish and to compile a report to forward to the SHDC Environmental Policy Development Group:
The Chairman advised that a meeting took place on 10th June 2004 wherein it was decided that Cllr. Brazil and Cllr Harwood would deal with the commercial businesses in the parish.  Cllr. Harwood had gathered information from the Parish Plan and a letter from Piglet Stores for his report.  The Chairman was to speak to the landowners in the parish of Chivelstone that provide camping to ascertain what facilities they have available.  The chairman advised that having spoken to the landowners he had kept their identity anonymous in his report.  The introduction for the document had been compiled by Cllr. Brazil.  The Clerk drafted a Code of Conduct which had been slightly modified at the meeting on the 10th June 2004 and this together with the additional information was now available for consideration (as attached).   

Cllr. Brazil requested that this proposed document have as wide a circulation as possible before it is sent to South Hams District Council.  Although it will ultimately be a parish council decision Cllr. Brazil wished to ensure this document was made available for parishioners with the Minutes of this meeting before being ratified at the next parish council.  The Chairman proposed that it be circulated to the seven site owners, four businesses and attached to the three noticeboards.  It was noted that Steve Munday had wished to take this matter to a meeting at the end of June but due to the discussions in relation to the waste minimization Cllr. Brazil felt that this would no longer be necessary, the Chairman is to confirm.  

11. Parish Plan – update on progress made to date from Cllr. Harwood:  During the next week Cllr. Harwood intends to try to collect in more questionnaires.  

12. Saltstone Group meeting – report by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick of meeting held 24th May 2004:  Cllr. Mrs Trinick attended the Saltstone Annual meeting on the 17th May 2004.  The new Chairman for this group is Rufus Gilbert with the Vice Chairman being Simon Waite.  At the previous meeting a matter in relation to helicopter noise in Thurlestone was raised and this is to be monitored.  With regard to the Leisure Centres in the South Hams there had been a presentation made in relation to a proposed take over by Charitable Trusts.  The Chairman of Saltstone was worried that only two Trusts had tendered and one had only one other leisure centre they were responsible for.  Following a decision at the meeting a letter was signed by representatives of parish councils and sent to SHDC to stress their concerns.  A matter in relation to telephone boxes is to be brought up next meeting.

Following on from the Saltstone meeting Cllr. Mrs Trinick also attended West Alvington Village Hall to listen to Ruth Bagley and hear her response on the leisure centre matter.  In order to cut costs SHDC are transferring the management not the assets to a Charitable Trust.  Following this information Cllr. Brazil felt that this was a good change and noted the immediate tax benefits and the proposal that four leisure centers would be able to be run for the former cost of one.  Further benefits will be that the experienced leisure management staff will be available rather than council officers.  

14. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting.
· Planning Permission Refused Application 10/0260/04/F Siting of mobile home and temporary office; erection of livestock poultry units and engineering operations to realize new and improved vehicular access and turning areas, Northern Town Farm, Chivelstone.  Council noted the two reasons for refusal dated 27th May 2004.

· Withdrawal and subsequent reinstatement of Application 10/0744/04/F Alteration an extension Windfall Cottage, The Green, East Prawle.  Letter from SHDC dated 7th June 2004 notified Withdrawal but a subsequent letter from SHDC dated 11th June 2004 notified that the application was reinstated with revised plans to be sent in due course.

· Certificate of Lawfulness for use of barn as ancillary accommodation to Garlands Farm, South Allington.  The owners to this property are applying for a Certificate of Lawfulness and councilors were asked to give thought to this matter for consideration at the next meeting

· A letter had been received from South Hams District Council dated 7th June 2004 notifying parish council that Application 10/0744/04/F Alteration and extension, Windfall Cottage, The Green, East Prawle has been Withdrawn.

· Planning Meeting to be held on 23rd June 2004 at 7p.m. in East Portlemouth Village Hall to discuss Gara Rock Planning Application, Chivelstone Parish Councillors are invited to attend.

· Benches – on the Village Green benches were put in place in 1976/77 and now need some repairs.  SHDC do not now seem to want to be involved so research through the minutes will be carried out to ascertain who is responsible for maintenance.

· Planning Application 10/1091/04/F Construction of rear extension Sea View, East Prawle Applicant: Mr Kelland.  Plans made available for perusal and consideration at the next meeting.
