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Minutes of the Meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in Chivelstone Parish Community Hall on Thursday 8th July, 2004 at 7.30p.m.

Present:  Mrs Marilyn Tucker (Clerk). Cllr. R. Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr D Hampden-Smith, and Mr J. Brazil.  There was one member of the Public present.

1. Apologies: Cllr Stephen Tucker, Cllr Warwick Harwood.  The Parish Council accepted these apologies.

2. Declarations of Interest: Cllr Roger Tucker declared an interest in items 5a and 7.  Cllr Mrs Trinick and Cllr Brazil declared an interest in item 7.

3. Matters for the Chairman’s discretion: 

· Stone throwing in the Children’s’ Play Area at Higher Park

· Coleridge Association Annual Subscription £12

· Saltstone Meeting agenda for 19th July, 2004

4. Public Participation: Mr Baker asked if any further information was required regarding the Certificate of Lawfulness application for Garlands Farm.  Cllr Brazil informed the Council that SHDC had taken the decision not to issue a certificate as there was not enough evidence provided to prove that the building had been used as ancillary accommodation over the last ten years.  Mr Baker then went on to ask if any response had been made to the Camping in Chivelstone report that had been circulated since the last meeting.  The Chairman replied that he had received a written response from Mr Tripp but no other communications.  The Chairman had spoken to Mr Munday who had informed him that the matter of camping would probably be discussed at the Development Control committee to be held in July.  He also added that SHDC officers will be monitoring the situation throughout the summer with regard to the numbers of campers and the noise levels.

5. Planning:
a) Application number 10/1091/04/F Construction of rear extension, Sea View, East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. B. Kelland.  Councillors felt that the plans submitted were not detailed or clear enough to make a recommendation.  Following the comments made by the parish council in relation to application 10/0995/04/F at the last meeting submitted by the same agent, the district council had written to Mr Rothwell asking him to include more detail with plans submitted in future.  As action had been taken to avoid poor quality plans being submitted in future Councillor Brazil proposed that the application be supported and Cllr Hampden-smith seconded the proposal.  All agreed.

b) Application 10/1226/04/F Conversion from a field centre to single dwelling, School House (formerly East Prawle Field Centre) East Prawle.  Applicant Mr AK Barnett and Miss JE Smallwood.  It was noted that planning permission had previously been granted on 23rd September, 2002 for conversion but the latest plans were slightly different.  Cllr roger Tucker proposed that the application be supported and Cllr Mrs Trinick seconded the proposal. All agreed.

6. Certificate of Lawfulness for use of barn as ancillary accommodation to Garlands Farm, South Allington – to consider the application and make any appropriate comments.  Councillors did not have any knowledge of the property in question and as the District Council had already made its decision did not feel the need to comment.

7. Camping Policy in Saltstone Ward – to ratify the proposed report circulated following the last Parish Council meeting.  The Chairman presented a second letter from Mr & Mrs Day, the owners of Piglet Stores and Grunters Café highlighting the contribution made by campers to their business.  He also read a letter from Mr Tripp in which he agreed with the report and felt that it was a possible way forward.  However he did have reservations regarding a couple of the codes of conduct but did not say which ones.  The clerk was asked to change ‘he’ to ‘he/she’ on point 8 in the code of conduct.  Cllr Brazil proposed that the report is sent to Mr Stephen Munday and also ask if a representative from the Parish Council can speak at the Development Control Committee meeting when the subject is discussed (possibly the 21st July)/  The proposal was seconded by Cllr Hampden-Smith and all agreed.

8. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting:
· Stone Throwing in the Children’s Play Area, Higher Park – the Chairman had been approached by a parishioner as stones were being thrown from the Play Area in Higher Park.  They had broken a car windscreen, landed near a child’s swing in a private garden, and were also being thrown at the cattle in the adjacent field.  The Chair had written a letter to the parents of children in the Higher Park area asking if they could tell the children to stop.  He immediately received three replies from residents all stating that the children involved in the incidents were camping in Mr & Mrs Tripp’s field.  The Chairman then wrote to Mr & Mrs Tripp informing them of the problem and asking if he would speak to the parents concerned.  Mr Tripp had replied to the Chairman explaining that it was very difficult for him to control the behaviour of his campers outside his site.  However, he was willing to take action if someone could point out the children involved.  Cllr Brazil said that he would inform Mrs Tripp when the family returned to the village.

· Coleridge Association subscription – Cllr Mrs Trinick informed the council that the annual subscription was now due at a cost of £12 for the year.  This will be included on the agenda for the next meeting.

· Saltstone Group meeting – the Chairman informed the council that the next meeting will beheld on 19th July, 2004 at 7.00pm in Quay House, Kingsbridge.  It was felt that the subject of obtaining a kidney dialysis machine for South Hams Hospital should be put on the next Saltstone Group meeting considering the number of patients travelling from the South Hams to Plymouth for treatment.

· Cllr Hampden-Smith asked District Councillor Brazil what the Council’s objection to forming it’s own trust to operate the leisure centres.  Cllr Brazil explained that there was a very high risk involved with setting up a trust and also the timescale involved.  The trust that has been appointed does want local representative on it’s Board of Directors.
