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Minutes of the Meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall on Thursday 5th August, 2004 at 8.30p.m.

Present:  Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr R Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs Mrs. J.  Trinick, Mr. W. Harwood, and Mr. D. Hampden-Smith.  There were five members of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence: Cllr House, Cllr Stephen Tucker, Cllr Brazil.  The Parish Council accepted these apologies.

2. Declarations of Interest: There were none

3. Matters for the Chairman’s discretion: – see Item 8

· Minutes of the SHDC Executive Meeting

· Speeding Knowle Fork, Stover Way

4. Public Participation:

The Chairman invited questions.  Mr. Moser requested copies of Parish Council meeting minutes back to March 2004.  The Clerk said that she would e-mail them to him.  A parishioner raised the question of where the Parish Plan questionnaire came from and the type of questions that were asked.  The Chairman explained that the plan is a Government initiative and the questions were compiled from the responses received at the open days.  The Chairman went on to explain the subject of ‘sustainable farming’ and why it was part of the research.  Councillors pointed out that Parish Councils are being encouraged to obtain a ‘Quality Parish Council’ status and explained what it meant for the future of Chivelstone.  The Chairman also highlighted that SHDC are looking for sites for affordable housing because of getting the additional 90% Council Tax which must be used within 12 months for affordable housing developments.  They are looking to parishes to put forward suggestions for suitable locations.  The Parish plan results will help to identify sites within Chivelstone if any.  The Chairman asked those present regarding speed in and around East Prawle.  Did those present think that more signs would be beneficial?  The public felt that signs were detrimental to the area and the general public did not take any notice.

5. Planning:

a) Application 10/0744/04/F Alteration and extension, Windfall Cottage, The Green, East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. & Mrs. K O’Brien. REVISED PLANS.  The Chairman pointed out that he had received further complaints regarding the shed at Kittywake Cottage as it is blocking the view of the sea but explained that it will be removed in due course.  The Chairman invited comments and observations regarding the planning application.  Cllr Harwood thought that the height of the roof was still too high.  The point was also made that if the garage was to continue to be used as a garage why did the roof still have to be so high.  Following some discussion, Cllr Mrs. Trinick proposed that the Parish Council recommend objection to the application due to the fact that the height of the roof had not changed significantly in the revised plans and the Parish Council wish to protect the openness of the Village Green.  This was seconded by Cllr Roger Tucker.  All agreed

b) Application 10/1424/04/F Renewal of planning permission 10/1459/00/F for extension and alterations to dwelling, 2 Town Road (previously School road), East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. P Beasley.  The Parish Council had recommended approval when this application was originally granted.  It was proposed by Cllr Harwood that the Parish Council support the application and this was seconded by Cllr Mrs. Trinick.  All agreed.

c) Planning Permission Granted 10/0902/04/F Erection of garage, Hillside Cottage, Ford, Kingsbridge Applicant Mr. D Hanmer.  The Clerk read the four conditions out and pointed out that the permission granted was for the Garage only and not the extension as well as originally seen in the application. Permission dated 29th June 2004

d) Planning Permission Granted 10/0913/04/F Erection of fence to front gardens, 17 & 18 Higher Park East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. & Mrs. D Bickle and B Thuel. There was just one condition to this permission dated 30th June, 2004.

e) Planning Permission Granted 10/0995/04/F Extension to dwelling, 5 Higher Park East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. JP Kelland.  The Clerk read out the three conditions of this permission dated 7th July, 2004.

f) Planning Permission Granted 10/1091/04/F Construction of rear extension, Sea View, East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. B Kelland.  The clerk read out the three conditions to this permission dated 20th July, 2004.

6. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements.  The Clerk reported the following balances:

Current account £275.20 and Business Instant Access Account £6,805.90 both as at 14th July, 2004.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:

i) Saltstone Group Annual Subscription £15.  It was proposed Cllr Mrs. Trinick that the account be paid.  This was seconded by Cllr Harwood and all agreed.

ii) Coleridge Association Annual Subscription £12  Cllr Roger Tucker proposed that the subscription be paid and Cllr Harwood seconded the proposal.  All agreed.

iii) Ken Abraham Audit Fee for 2003/04 £60  Cllr Hampden-Smith proposed that the account be paid and this was seconded by Cllr Harwood.  All agreed.

c) COIF Peace Fund Dividend Statement 30.06.04 This was noted.  Cllr Mrs. Trinick had the details for the distribution of the monies and the clerk said that she would liaise with Cllr Mrs. Trinick to finalise the figures.

7. Devon in Touch Roadshow – to decide if the Parish Council should invite the vehicle to the Parish.  The Clerk explained that the ‘bus’ has a number of computers on board and is designed to help people learn about the Internet and what information is available to them.  There is no charge for the visit but a supply of tea, coffee and cakes is an advantage.  Cllr Hampden-Smith proposed that the bus be asked to come along to East Prawle.  This was seconded by Cllr Harwood.  All agreed.  It was felt that a Thursday would probably be the best day for the visit and the clerk said that she would organize it.

8. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting.  Cllr Hampden-Smith left the meeting at this point as he had a prior engagement.  

· minutes of the SHDC executive meeting – The clerk had noted that refuse collection in future will be a kerbside collection and not back door as is at present.  A number of second homes in the Parish arrange for a back door collection.  The Chairman proposed that the Parish Council should write to SHDC and explain why the ‘back door’ collection is necessary from these homes.

· Speeding at Stover Way – this will be discussed at the next full Council meeting in September.

· Cllr Mrs. Trinick expressed her concern that the Parish Council meetings were not being held on the third Thursday each month.  The clerk explained that the meeting in June had been held in the third week but on the Tuesday as the Clerk was on Holiday and her deputy could only take the meeting on the Tuesday.  A further meeting had to be held at the beginning of July due to recommendations being required by the District Council on two planning applications.  This meeting was being held on the 5th August as the District Council required the Parish Councils opinion on a planning application by 6th August.  The Clerk assured Cllr Mrs. Trinick that she endeavored to call meetings on the ‘correct’ days but was restricted by the District Council requirements.

9. Date of next meeting – 16th September, 2004

There being no further business, the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 21.45 hours
