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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall on Thursday 19th May, 2005 at 7.30p.m.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. Trinick, Mr. W. Harwood, Mr. D. Hamden-Smith, Mr. Stephen Tucker, Mr. J. Brazil and Mr. A. House.  There were two members of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence: there were none.
2. Election of Chairman: Cllr. Mrs. Trinick, as vice-chairman of the Parish Council, asked for nominations for the position of Chairman.  Cllr. Harwood proposed Cllr. Roger Tucker and this was seconded by Cllr Hampden-Smith.  All agreed.
3. Election of Vice-Chairman: Cllr. Mrs. Trinick was proposed by Cllr. Hampden-Smith and seconded by Cllr. Stephen Tucker.  All agreed.
4. General Notice of Registrable Interests – to note any amendments or additions to be made to those listed in the register:  the chairman explained that, on their appointment, the Councillors signed the declaration of acceptance of office and completed the general notice of registrable interests.  The register should be kept up to date and he suggested that the Councillors look at the register held by the clerk and bring any amendments to the next meeting.

5. Declarations of Interest – Councillors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllrs. Roger and Stephen Tucker declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 14a as the land on the planning application is in the process of being transferred to RJ Tucker & Sons.

6. To appoint representatives on the following bodies: 

a) Coleridge Association of Parish Councils.  Cllrs. Hampden-Smith and Cllr. Mrs. Trinick were proposed by Cllr Harwood and seconded By Cllr. Brazil.  All agreed.

b) Coleridge Community Bus Committee.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith was proposed by Cllr Brazil and seconded by Cllr Roger Tucker.  All agreed.

c) Village Maintenance Officers (2).  Cllrs. Harwood and House were proposed by Cllr Brazil and seconded by Cllr Mrs. Trinick.  All agreed.

d) Tree Warden.  Cllr Brazil was proposed by Cllr House and seconded by Cllr. Harwood.  All agreed.

e) Footpath Warden.  Cllr House was proposed by Cllr. Harwood and seconded by Cllr Hampden-Smith.  All agreed.

The documents were then returned to the custody of the Clerk.
8. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorize the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meetings of the Council held on Thursday 21st and Thursday 28th April, 2005.  It was proposed by Cllr. Harwood and seconded by Cllr. House that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the minutes.

9. Matters arising from the minutes of the last two meetings:

a) Land at Higher Park – to discuss the quotes received and decide how to proceed.  The Chairman read out a letter which had been received from Mrs. Jeffery thanking the council for their hard work in sorting out the planter.  The Chairman explained that only one quote had been received to erect the fence.  This was from Mr. Brotherton who enclosed details of the fence to be erected at a cost of £475.  A discussion followed and Cllr. Brazil proposed that the Parish Council purchases the materials and asks Mr. Brotherton to erect the fence.  Cllr Mrs. Trinick seconded the proposal and all agreed.

10. Matters arising from the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting

a) Car Parking across the top of the Village Green – to discuss the cost of ‘no parking’ cones for the area.  The clerk had obtained a quote of £8.51 plus VAT for no waiting cones.  Cllr House proposed that the Council purchase six cones and see if it prevents people parking in the wrong place.  This was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith.  Five Councillors voted in favour of the proposal, one against, and there was one abstention.  Cllr. Stephen Tucker suggested that landowners around the village are contacted to ask if they can open their fields for parking on a temporary basis to ease congestion.  This was felt to be a good idea.

12. Cllr. J. Brazil (SHDC & DCC)  The Chairman welcomed Julian as a Parish Councillor, District Councillor and now County Councillor.  Cllr. Brazil pointed out that he will not know which County committee he is going to be on until next Thursday.  He had been contacted by the residents of Ford regarding lorries trying to go through the hamlet and causing damage to property and will be looking into the matter further.  With regard to the District Council, Cllr. Brazil pointed out that the possible agreement with CLS for the management of the leisure centres had fallen through.  The new waste scheme will come to Chivelstone in January or February 2006.  This could be a good thing in that teething problems with second homes will be sorted out.  Cllr. Brazil went on to explain that he had discussed the Piglet stores planning application with the planning officer and explained to him that some of the fears of parishioners who are against the proposal are that the building may become a residence.  If the application is granted then Cllr Brazil has asked that strong conditions are imposed to ensure that the building is kept as a shop.  Cllr Brazil then asked to leave to go to Stokenham and Strete Parish Council meetings.

13. Public Participation – the public are invited to make any comments or ask any questions regarding the parish.  The Chairman invited PC Steve Mutton to make any comments, but there was nothing specific.  He said that he was pleased with how the marquee incident last weekend had been dealt with especially as the boys had been made to help clear up as a ‘punishment’.  The two members of the public present had no comments apart from that they were enjoying living in East Prawle.

14. Planning:

a) Application number 10/0746/05/F Retrospective application for erection of shed, 1 Higher Borough, Chivelstone.  Applicant Mr. J. Douglas.  Vice-Chairman Cllr Mrs. Trinick took the chair.  A discussion followed as to the position and size of the shed.  Cllr. House proposed that the application is not supported due to it’s large size and location in respect of the bridleway.  This was seconded by Cllr Hampden-Smith and all agreed.

Cllr Roger Tucker returned to the Chair.

b) Application number 10/0792/05/F Alterations and extensions, Hillside Cottage, Ford.  Applicant Mr. D. Hanmer.  After some discussion Cllr. Stephen Tucker proposed that the application is supported, subject to the finish of the extensions matching the original cottage.  This was seconded by Cllr House and all agreed.

c) Planning Permission Granted Application 10/0258/05/F Conversion of redundant building to living accommodation including new flue, window, rooflights and the erection of decking, Garlands Farm, South Allington.  Applicant Mr. K.J. Browne.  The Clerk read out the five conditions of the permission granted.  It was also noted that regard had been given to the representations made by the Parish Council regarding smoke pollution but the District Council felt that it was not apparent that the position and type of flue will cause a nuisance.

15. Chivelstone Parish Plan – update on progress made from Cllr Harwood  Cllr Harwood presented a draft copy of a plan.  It was hoped that it would be sent to DCC by the end of the month.

16. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements.  The clerk explained that the bank statements had not arrived.  She had obtained a telephone balance and had entered the figures onto the computer but not printed it out.

b) Insurance renewal – to discuss the two quotes and decide which company to insure with.  The Clerk had compared the two policies and explained the differences.  Cllr. Roger Tucker proposed that the Council should insure with Community First at a cost of £227.18.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick seconded the proposal and all agreed.

c) Final Accounts for 2004/2005 - To approve the accounts and sign them off.  The Clerk pointed out that the figures had not changed since the annual meeting.  It was proposed by Cllr. House that the final accounts are signed off.  This was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith and all agreed.  The Chairman and Clerk signed the accounts.

d) Annual Return for the Account year ended 31.03.05 – to complete Section 2 and Chairman to sign appropriate sections of the form.  The Clerk explained that the form had to be returned to the District Audit for the 25th July.  This meant that the accounts would be available to the public for inspection at the clerk’s house between 20th June and 15th July, 2005.  The form and accounts would also have to be audited by the internal auditor before it is sent to the District Auditor.  The Chairman read through section two of the Annual return.  Cllr. Harwood proposed that the Chairman should sign the form and this was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith.  All agreed.  The Chairman duly signed the form.  After sum discussion Cllr. Stephen Tucker proposed that as an additional test.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith seconded the proposal and all agreed.

e) Donation to Start Circle of Friends – to note the receipt received in respect of the donation paid.  The Clerk read out the letter thanking the Parish Council for their donation.

f) Donation to Stokenham Luncheon Club – thank you letter for donation paid.  The Clerk read out the letter thanking the Parish Council for their donation.

g) SHDC Remittance Advice – to note that the first half of the precept has been received less the DAPC Subscription (Total £1,459).  This was noted.

h) DCC Remittance Advice – to note that £790 has been received in respect of the P3 Scheme for 2005/06.  This was noted.

17. Correspondence:

a) Letter from SHDC re: Street Sweeping Changes  The clerk read out the letter which explained that Mr. Dave Lock is now the manager of the street sweeper for Chivelstone.  The Clerk had also found out that the Street Sweeper is called John Anderson visits the parish on a Friday and cleans some parts fortnightly and others every three weeks.
b) Letter from DCC re: Parish Paths Partnership Summer Training Sessions.  The Clerk explained that the P3 Partnership was running a strimmer course at Aveton Gifford in July at a cost of £40.
18. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting

· Letter of thanks to Owen Masters  The Chairman proposed that the Parish Council write to Cllr Masters thanking him for all his help in the past.  The proposal was seconded by Cllr Hampden-Smith and all agreed.

· Letter of congratulations to the Pigs Nose Inn for CAMERA award.  It was brought to the attention of the Parish Council that the Pigs Nose Inn have been awarded best pub in South Devon by CAMERA and they will represent the area in the next round of the competition.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith proposed that the Parish Council writes to Mr. & Mrs. Webber and congratulates them and wish them luck for the next round.  This was seconded by Cllr. Harwood and all agreed.

· Letter from BT re: removal of telephone boxes.  The Clerk read out the letter which explained that BT have decided to cancel the proposal to remove the telephone boxes from Ford and Chivelstone for the time being.  They also suggested that perhaps the boxes could be made into non cash telephones where emergency calls could still be made.  The Council will wait to see what proposals are made in the future.

· Invitation to AONB Annual Forum.  This is being held on Thursday 23rd June from 7.00 to 9.00pm at Malborough Village Hall.  All were welcome to attend.
· Invitation to Kingsbridge and Salcombe Estuary Conservation Forum.  This is taking place on June 16th in Quay House, Kingsbridge starting at 7.30pm.  The details of the Estuary Management Plan were included in the ‘bag to go around’.

· Letter from Ms Dunbar, Mr. Ladd and Mr. Boog of Ford re: traffic problem The Clerk the read letter explaining that large lorries are using the road through Ford and damaging properties as they try to pass around the corner.  Cllr. Brazil has already been informed and it was decided to put the subject on the next agenda.

19. Date of next meeting – This was confirmed as Thursday 16th June, 2005 at 7.30pm in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall.

The Chairman then thanked everyone for their attention and declared meeting closed at 21.17hours.
