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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 16th June, 2005 at 7.30p.m.

Present: Mrs Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllr. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr. W. Harwood, Mr. D. Hampden-Smith, and Mr. S. Tucker.  There was one member of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence: - Cllr. A. House.  Cllr. Brazil had informed the Clerk that he would attend after attending Stokenham and Strete Parish Council meetings.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  There were none.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 19th May, 2005.  The Clerk corrected the spelling of ‘sum’ to ‘some’ in item 16d and added ‘the accounts be sited during the year’.  It was then proposed by Cllr. Harwood and seconded by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:

a) Land at Higher Park – to report any progress made on the erection of the fence.  The Chairman explained that he had obtained a quote for tanilized timber and saved £50 on the cost of the wood.  The work will now progress.

b) Traffic Problem in Ford – to discuss the letter received from the residents of ford regarding lorries travelling through the hamlet and damaging properties and decide if any action can be taken.  The Chairman read out the letter highlighting the problems.  The Clerk had contacted South West highways but they did not feel that there was anything more that they could do on top of the signs that are already provided.  It was decided to leave any further discussion until Cty Councillor Brazil arrived.

c) General Notice of Registrable Interests – to note any amendments required by Councillors.  There were none.

d) Car Parking across the top of the Village Green – the clerk reported that the cones had been ordered and should be arriving this week.  She will then arrange for them to be filled with concrete and store them in ‘Mollies Field’.

6. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – held until later in the meeting.
7. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  It was brought to the attention of the Parish Council that the back of the Providence Inn has been painted in red, green, and white stripes.  It was felt that this was not in keeping with the area.  Councillors said that they would look into the problem.  Cllr Stephen Tucker had to leave the meeting at this point.  It was also mentioned that two cars have been parked at the end of Lower Road and look like they have been abandoned.  The Chairman knew about the cars and has already asked the owners to remove them.  The situation will be monitored.  It was also brought to the attention of the Council that dog fowling has increased, especially in the Village Green area.  The problem was discussed but the Councillors were not sure what could be done.  It was explained that dog bins are expensive and SHDC would probably not empty them on a regular basis.  The condition of the seats on the village green were discussed and it was felt that they could do with repainting.  The Chairman said he would find out how much it would cost.  The subject of First Responders was also raised.  The nearest First Responder to Chivelstone is in Kingsbridge.  There was only a small response from the Parish to making up a team so Stokenham have also been approached to help make up the numbers.  It was pointed out that the pot hole outside Stures Court/Rock cottage had not been filled in.  The Clerk has already reminded DCC that it was outstanding but will ‘chase’ them up.  It was felt that DCC Highways should be asked to renovate the directional signs at Higher Farm and inform them that the East Prawle directional sige is missing from the post at Vinivers Cross.
8. Planning:

a) Planning Permission Granted Application 10/0645/05/F Provision of owner/manager accommodation within roof space, Piglet Stores, East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. & Mrs. V Day.  The clerk read out the seven conditions of the permission dated 26th May, 2005.  Councillors asked the clerk to get clarification on condition 2 which stated ‘the accommodation hereby approved shall be limited to a person solely or mainly employed in the shop and café business occupying the ground floor of the premises, or a widow or widower of such a person, or any resident dependents.  The accommodation shall not be occupied on an independent basis.’

g) Insurance – to note the receipt of the Zurich combined insurance policy.  This was noted.

9. Correspondence:

a) Notification of South Hams CVS AGM on Tuesday 21st June, 2005 at Age Concern, Kingsbridge, commencing at 7.30pm.  This was noted.

b) Letter from Broadband for Devon re: Chivelstone Broadband.  The Clerk read the letter which highlighted that subsidies are available for businesses to set up broadband.  The Clerk said that she would send a copy of the letter to all Councillors.

10. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting

· Letter from Mr Brotherton on behalf of the Higher Park Residents Association.  The Chairman read out the letter which asked if the Parish Council had any objections to the association planting flower bulbs around the village.  Although it was felt that the Parish Council did not have any authority to agree or disagree to the project, the Councillors had no objections to the proposal

· Saltstone Group meeting agenda.  This is being held on Monday 20th June at Quay House at 7.00pm.  It was pointed out that a Public meeting was being held to discuss Trafalgar weekend at the same time in the Community Hall.  Cllr. Brazil said that he would represent the Council at the Saltstone meeting.

It was decided that as Cllr Brazil had not arrived the item regarding Ford should be held over to the next meeting.  It was suggested that the Parish Council could change the meetings to the second Thursday in the month to enable Cllr. Brazil to attend.  The Clerk said that she would consult with Cllr Brazil to find a suitable time.
