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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 8th September, 2005 at 7.30pm

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs Mrs. J Trinick, Mr. W Harwood, Mr. D Hampden-Smith, and Mr. A. House.  There were three members of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence Cllr. J. Brazil, Cllr. S. Tucker & PC Steve Mutton.  The parish council accepted these apologies.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllr Mrs. Trinick declared an interest in items 4c and 8c as she is related to the owner of the geese and the owner of Higher Farm.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 21st July, 2005.  After the clerk corrected two spelling mistakes on page 382, Cllr. Harwood proposed and Cllr Hampden-Smith seconded that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:

a) Providence Inn – to report the information provided by the SHDC Planning Enforcement Officer.  Jamie Staples had informed the clerk that he had no control over the colour of the end gable but the word INN constituted a sign and he was sending a planning application form to the owner inviting them to make an application.

b) Refuse Problem at White Gates (Woodcombe Farm) – to note the response from the tenants of the Farm.  The Clerk read out a letter received from Mr. & Mrs. Hiley who said that the problem will be addressed.
c) Geese Grazing on the Village Green – to discuss the response received from Mr. Moser (copies attached).  The clerk had written to Mr. Moser informing him that the Parish Council will monitor the situation.  He had then replied asking how this would be done and how the council will decide whether there is a problem or not.  Councillors stated that they will regularly look around the green and an article will be put in the parish newsletter inviting parishioners to comment whether they agree or disagree with the geese grazing the green.  The clerk was asked to reply to Mr. Moser informing of the action plan.
d) ‘Speed Limit’ signs, South Allington – to decide what action to take regarding the unofficial signs.  The Chairman reported that some of the signs had been removed and the stones and metal spikes had been removed from the verge by instruction of Devon County Council.  The clerk was asked to contact DCC Highways to inform them of the remaining sign and ask them to remove it.
5. Matters for the Chairman’s discretion – see Item 14

6. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – Cllr Brazil sent his apologies.  He had told the Clerk that SHDC had had a summer recess and there was nothing to report.
7. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  A query was asked as to what might happen if the village shop is not sold.  The Parish Councillors were unsure.  The clerk had made enquiries as to what funding is available for community shops and support had been shown in the parish plan questionnaire to run the shop as a co-operative or something similar.  A query was raised as to what progress had been made in respect of the First Responders team.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith has forms available to register or the team and will be attending East Portlemouth Parish Council meeting next week to drum up interest.  The Chairman thanked those present for taking part and closed public participation.
8. Planning:

a) To discuss and make a recommendation to the South Hams District Council on the following planning application:
i) Planning Application 10/1518/05/F Extension to dwelling 2 School Lane, East Prawle.  Applicant: Mr & Mrs AR Beasley.  It was proposed by Cllr. House and seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith that the Council should support the application.  All agreed.

b) Planning Application 10/1114/05/F Taking Down and re-erection of agricultural storage barn in new position, Woodcombe Farm East Prawle – to note that this application has been withdrawn.  The letter dated 12th August, 2005 was noted.

c) Copy of letter from Mr Munday SHDC re: Agricultural Determination for erection of building to house corn dryer, Higher Farm East Prawle – to note the decision.  The Clerk read out the letter which had been sent to Mr. Tripp informing him that prior approval of the siting, design and materials of the building as proposed, was not required.  It was also noted that Mr. Tripp was required to notify the Local Planning Authority in writing within seven days of the date on which the development is substantially completed because if the building ceases to be used for agriculture within ten years of its substantial completion the building must be removed unless planning permission has been granted for use for other purposes.

9. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements  The clerk reported the following bank account balances:

Account 0042567 £535.38 as at 31st August, 2005

The balances in the funds were: Precept Fund £2,227.41, Car Parking Fund £2,007.22, Parish Plan Fund £5,346.89 and the DCC P3 Fund £1,696.52.  There was an unpresented cheque for £15.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:

i) DCC Chivelstone Parish Plan preparation & printing £1,692.00.  It was proposed by Cllr. House and seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

ii) DCC East Portlemouth Parish Plan preparation & printing £1,674.38.  It was proposed by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick that this invoice and the invoice at item 9biii for South Pool be paid.  This was seconded by Cllr. Harwood and all agreed.

iii) DCC South Pool Parish Plan preparation & printing £1,339.50.  See item 9bii.

iv) Mr. G. Brotherton.  Labour and extra materials to build fence around planter in Higher Park £241.49.  It was proposed by Cllr. House and seconded by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

v) Supply Zone, 6 No Waiting Cones £60.00.  Councillors felt that the cones had been very effective, although there was now two missing.  It was proposed by Cllr. Trinick and seconded by Cllr. Harwood that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

vi) Joe Stephens Village Maintenance work March to July 2005 £451.94.  Copies of the invoice were circulated to the Councillors.  It was proposed by Cllr. House and seconded by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

vii) Clerks Salary July to September 2005 £253.63.  It was proposed by Cllr. Hampden-Smith and seconded by Cllr. House that the Clerk is paid.  All agreed.  The Clerk pointed out that she would claim her expenses at the next meeting.

c) Village Maintenance – to discuss the request from Mr. Stephens to increase his hourly rate from £5 to £7 for the work.  Mr. Stephens had written a letter requesting that his hourly rate is increased from £5 to £7 per hour.  After some discussion it was proposed by Cllr. House that the Parish Council agrees to the rise to £7 per hour and the Council will check that there are sufficient funds to pay for the hours worked in the future.  This was seconded by Cllr. Tucker and all agreed.

d) Village Green Honesty boxes – to note the amount collected between 14th July and 11th August, 2005.  The Chairman reported that £15.79 had been collected from the shop box and £92.16 in the bus shelter box.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith apologized for not yet painting the boxes and after some discussion it was proposed to re-site the shop box to outside the café by the telegraph pole and this was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith.  All agreed.

e) Parish Plan Grant – to note that the remainder of the grant has been received £4,083.50.  This was noted and it was pointed out that the Council still has to complete the necessary returns.

f) Parish Council Strimmer – to note that this has been sold for £50.  The clerk had advertised the strimmer in the Kingsbridge Gazette and sold it for £50.

g) Peace Fund – to note that an Annual Information Update must be completed.  The clerk will complete the form which updates the details of the trustees of the fund.  Parish Councillors are automatically trustees.

h) External Audit Report – to note the contents of the report and the procedure to be followed.  The clerk explained that there was nothing to report and that the Annual Return must be put on display in the notice boards along with a special notice.

10. Public Payphone – to discuss the information received regarding upgrading the Village Green payphone for the internet.  The clerk had forwarded the information to Councillors on the internet.  Due to the complex nature of the details the clerk had contacted BT and had been told that it would cost at least £2,700 to update the box.  The red box would be able to be retained.  A BT Salesman was to ring the clerk back with further details.  It was proposed that the idea is shelved until the future of the shop and café is certain. This was seconded and all agreed.
11. Parish Plan – to discuss how the Council wishes to launch the plan.  Cllr Harwood asked for ideas to launch and distribute the plan.  It was agreed to hold a coffee morning on Saturday 22nd October during Nelson Weekend to launch the plan.  This will start at 10.30 to 12 noon and a draw will be held in aid of King George V Fund for Sailors.  Cllr. Harwood said that he would call a Champions meeting to discuss the finer details.
12. Piglet Stores & Grunters Café – to discuss if the Parish Council should investigate the availability of grants for the purchase of the business for the community.  It was proposed by Cllr. Hampden-Smith that the clerk should pursue this and it was seconded by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick.  All agreed.
13. Correspondence:

a) Thank you letter from the Ford residents for the Parish Council’s help.  The Clerk read out the letter thanking the Council, especially Cllr. Brazil for their effort in trying to resolve the matter.

b) Letter from Countryside Agency re: conclusive map of registered common land.  The Chairman pointed out that there are parcels of land included as open access that are privately owned along the coast.

c) Letter from Owen Masters thanking the Parish Council for their support.  The Clerk read the letter.

d) Letter from Slapton Line Partnership re: next meeting to be held on 15.09.05.  It was noted that this will be held at Slapton Village Hall at 6.30pm and an agenda will follow.

e) Notice of Development Control & Conservation User Group on 19.09.05.  It was noted that this will be held in the Cary Room, Follaton House from 2.00pm to 5.00p.m.

f) Letter from DCC re: Village Fetes and signs on the Highway.  The Clerk read the letter which explained that large roadside notices that advertise village fetes and other charity events are actually illegal.  However the County Council allows a dispensation and signs can be erected up to 3 days before the event and taken down within 2 days following the event.  The event should not be publicized outside of the boundaries of the parish concerned.  A contact name and telephone number should also be put on the back of the sign.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick said that she would notify the Church of the details and the Clerk will notify other parish organisations.

g) Letter from DCC re: Devon County Waste Local Plan - objection to the first deposit version.  DCC had sent a copy of the representation and asked if the Council still wished to maintain it’s objection.  It was established that Cllr. Brazil had sent the representation and the clerk said that she would contact him.

h) Letter from DCC re: Re-Deposit Version of Devon County Waste Local Plan.  This was circulated to Councillors who were asked to let the clerk know if they responded.

14. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting.

· P3 Scheme – The Chairman had received complaints from parishioners re the footpath at Woodcombe Hills and how wet and muddy it is.  The Footpath officer said that he would look at it before the next meeting.

· Planning Officer’s report re: The Paddocks, South Allington – a copy of the report from Gary Dimick the Planning Officer had been received.  It was noted that the applicants had reduced the size of the building to 13.6m from 18m.  Mr. Dimick was recommending approval to committee on 14th September.  The Chairman pointed out that parishioners who live at Northern Town were still not happy with the recommendation.  He also added that the stables had been completed but were not in use.  The Clerk was asked to write to the planning officer to explain that although the development had been reduced in size the Parish Council still stands by it’s original decision in connection with local feeling and would like to notify the Planning committee.

15. Date of next meeting – to confirm the date as Thursday 13th October, 2005.  This was confirmed and will commence at 7.30pm.

As there was no further business the Chairman thanked everyone for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 21.17 hours.
