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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 13th October, 2005 at 7.30pm.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Mrs. Trinick (Chairman), Cllrs. Mr. D. Hampden-Smith, Mr. A. House, Mr. S. Tucker and Mr. J. Brazil.  There were three members of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence Cllr. Roger Tucker.  The Parish Council accepted this apology.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 4a and took no part in the discussion.  Cllr Tucker declared a personal interest in item 8c and took no part in the discussion.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 8th September, 2005.  Cllr. House proposed and Cllr. Hampden-Smith seconded that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:

Cllr. Mrs. Trinick stood down as chairman and Cllr. Hampden-Smith took the Chair.

a) Geese Grazing on the Village Green – to discuss a letter received from Mr. Moser (attached) asking for details of whom and when the Goose droppings are being monitored and to note the response so far from the article in the Parish Newsletter.  Councillors asked the Clerk to inform Mr. Moser that the monitoring is taking place on an ad-hoc basis when the Councillors are in the area.  It was noted that 19 responses had been received to date in response to the newsletter article.  Thirteen of these were in favour of keeping the geese on the green.  Cllr Brazil highlighted that a decision had been made in July to regarding the geese and that this will stand for six months and therefore should be no reason to discuss the matter further at this time.  Cllr Tucker pointed out that the Village Green is an open space and wonders how the Parish Council can take any action.  Cllr House felt that the Parish Council are acting as custodians and therefore can act as mediators.
Cllr. Hampden-Smith stood down and Cllr. Mrs. Trinick returned as Chairman for the remainder of the meeting.

b) DCC P3 Scheme – Cllr. House to report on the footpath at Woodcombe Hills as mentioned at the last meeting.  Cllr. House had heard of a few complaints about the path at Woodcombe, had walked the path, but did not find anywhere impassable.  He did note that the path being used is not the official path according to the grid references.  He has contacted DCC and is waiting for a reply from Alan Pope.  The Clerk reported that she had received information from DCC regarding Christmas workshops and forms to report the Council’s expenditure to complete at the end of the financial year.  Cllr. House said he would attend the workshop at Aveton Gifford.
c) ‘Speed Limit’ signs, South Allington – to note that these have been removed by DCC.  The Clerk had telephoned DCC Highways and the signs had been removed the same day.

6. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C)  Cllr Brazil reported that Stokenham Primary School has been granted planning permission for an outdoor extension to create a covered play area for the infant unit, the improvements at Palegate Cross should be finished before Christmas, Embankment Road in Kingsbridge will be resurfaced over the winter and the All Weather Pitch is going ahead at Kingsbridge Community College.  He also added that at SHDC he is pursuing the details of the pension transfer.  Cllr Brazil also went on a SHDC tour of new affordable housing developments at Ropewalk, Kingsbridge, East Allington, Stentiford Hill, Kingsbridge and Bonfire Hill, Salcombe.  Some of the houses are shared ownership, some rent and some for private sale.  He said to encourage people to get on the housing list at SHDC as they will not be considered eligible for the houses if they are not on SHDC’s list.  A question was asked regarding the pension transfer.  Cllr Brazil explained that SHDC has a lump sum of money from the transfer of the housing stock which should be used for social housing.  Some of this has been used to top up the employees pension fund.  It was included in the budget papers last year but nobody picked up on it.  He knows that the transfer can not be reversed but hopes that the Council will not do it again in the future.
7. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  Mrs. Higgins said that she had sent a letter of complaint re the Geese and went on to explain what she felt.  Mr. Moser agreed with Mrs. Higgins.  Mr. Moser asked Cllr House to repeat what he had said in the meeting earlier regarding the Parish Council only being custodians of the green.  Cllr. House stated that the Parish Council is an independent body and are to act as custodians.  Mr. Moser went on to say that he felt it was an environmental health problem.  Due to the fact that the Parish Council had made a decision in July, Mrs. Higgins asked that the subject is reviewed after six months and it was felt that this would be a good idea.  Ms Trinick pointed out that the bus driver had been consulted and he had no problem with goose mess and that also when she cleans around Steve Mitchelmore’s bench there are a number of cigarette ends aswell.  The point was made that the Green is not a Green and is actually an Open Space.  Mr. Moser asked if it was possible to see the map of the registered open space the clerk said she could show him.  A discussion followed regarding the pension transfer.  Mrs. Higgins queried the fact that in the minutes she had noticed that the planning officer could not do anything about the colour of the gable end of the Providence Inn but could not understand this as recent planning applications granted in the area had conditions imposed regarding the type and colour of materials used for boarding.  The Chairman closed public participation. 
8. Planning:

a) To discuss and make a recommendation to the South Hams District Council on the following planning applications:
i) Planning Application 10/1631/05/F Demolition and rebuild and extension of Dwelling Winter Hill, East Prawle.  Applicant: Mr M Jones.  The Councillors all agreed that the proposed development is too big and bordered too close to The Retreat.  The Clerk read out a letter of objection from Mr. & Mrs. Partridge, which they had also sent to SHDC.  It was proposed by Cllr. Brazil that the Parish Council objects to the application due to the large scale of the building, the design doesn’t fit with a conservation area and the loss of privacy to the adjoining dwelling.  The site is also in a prominent position.  This was seconded by Cllr Hamden-Smith and all agreed.

ii) Planning Application 10/1667/05/AD Retrospective application for Advertisement Consent for the display sign ‘INN’ painted on rear wall. The Providence Inn, East Prawle.  Applicant Mr. A. Mann.  It was pointed out that this sign had been on the end of the pub for a number of years.  The Clerk read out a letter of objection from Mr. & Mrs. Higgins which had also been sent to SHDC.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith felt that any help to any of the businesses in the village should be supported and the sign helps to bring the Providence Inn to the attention of customers.  It was proposed by Cllr House and seconded by Cllr Stephen Tucker that the Council should support the application.  All agreed.

iii) Planning Application 10/1754/05/F Retrospective application for erection of shed 1 Higher Borough, Chivelstone.  Applicant Mr. J. Douglas.  Councillors felt that this was a better position for the shed than had been proposed before.  It was proposed by Cllr House that that application is supported but with sensitive landscaping around the site.  This was seconded by Cllr Brazil and all agreed.

b) To note Planning Permission Granted for the following applications:
i) 10/1518/05/F Extension to dwelling 2 School Lane, East Prawle.  The Clerk read out the two conditions of the permission granted on 22nd September, 2005 and they were noted.

ii) 10/1107/05/F Erection of general purpose agricultural building and access road, The Paddocks, Chivelstone.  The Clerk read out the six conditions of the permission granted dated 20th September, 2005.  It was noted that special regard had been given to the representations made by the Parish Council but it was felt that the effect was not material.

9. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements  The Clerk reported the following bank account balances:

Account 0042567 £972.32 as at 30th September, 2005

The balances in the funds were: Precept Fund £3,046.66, Car Parking Fund £1,759.08, Parish Plan £581.01, and DCCP3 £1,696.52.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:

i) Audit Commission Audit Fee 2005 £141.00.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed and Cllr. Brazil seconded that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

ii) Clerks expenses July to September 2005 £14.71.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed and Cllr. Brazil seconded that the invoice is paid.  All agreed.

c) To note the receipt of the 2nd half of the precept from SHDC £1,500.  This was noted.

d) To note the amount collected in the Village Green honesty boxes between August and September 2005.  The clerk reported that £30.35 had been collected from the box outside the shop and £130.59 from the box by the shelter.  She highlighted that the total taken to date for 2005/06 was £92 less than year.

10. Parish Council Website – report from Cllr. Harwood on progress made.  In the absence of Cllr Harwood, Cllr Hampden-Smith said that the website is up and running and Cllr. Harwood is working hard to improve the presentation.  The Clerk said that she would include the website address on correspondence.  Cllr. Hampen-Smith pointed out that all minutes, agenda and newsletters available to view online.
11. Parish Plan – Cllr. Harwood to report the details of the Coffee Morning launch on 22nd October, 2005.  This was not discussed as Cllr. Harwood was not in attendance.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick said that she would arrange the coffee and biscuits.  It was agreed that Cllr. Mrs. Trinick could get a Trafalgar reference book for a draw prize.  The draw will be donated to the Trafalgar Appeal Seafarers UK.
12. Piglet Stores & Grunters Café – to discuss the information obtained by the clerk on community shops.  The Clerk had only just got a copy of a ‘How to create a community shop and post office’ handbook.  Councillors had heard that the Shop is under offer and it was felt that it would not be worth progressing if this was the case.  The Clerk had established that there are lots of small grants available but larger sums were not so easy to obtain.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith suggested that Mr. & Mrs. Day are approached to see if they would rent it to the community if a sale is not completed by next season.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith and Cllr. Brazil said that they would carry out further research and this will be discussed at the next meeting.
13. Correspondence:

a) Letter from BT stating that the red box will be retained at Ford and only the equipment will be replaced.  The Clerk read the letter which confirmed this.

b) Letter from Trafalgar Weekend group informing the Council of the time they would like the beacon lit if the Parish has one.  The Clerk read the letter which asked that the beacon is lit at 7.15pm on Friday 21st October, 2005 if there is one in the Parish.

14. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting 

· Notice of Slapton Line meeting.  The Chairman read out the letter inviting parishioners to Public Meetings on Monday 31st October at Slapton Village Hall and Thursday 3rd November at Strete Village Hall to discuss the final recommendations for Slapton Line.  Both meetings start at 6.30pm.

· Notice of Agricultural Determination for erection of implement store at Lannacombe Farm.  A copy of a report regarding the application made by Mr. A. Vale was passed around.  It was noted that prior approval of the siting, designs and materials is not required.

· Notice of Housing Meeting.  The Clerk had received a letter inviting representatives to a meeting held by the National Inquiry into Rural Housing which is being held on October 17th at the Kings Arms Hotel Kingsbridge commencing at 7.00pm.  Cllr Mrs. Trinick said that she would attend and Cllr. Brazil said that he would be attending anyway.

· Notice of SHDC Budget Consultation meeting.  This is being held on Thursday 27th October, at Follaton House.  Cllr Mrs. Trinick and the clerk said they would attend.  

15. Date of next meeting –  to confirm the date as Thursday 10th November, 2005.  This was confirmed and will start at 7.30pm.

As there was no further business the Chairman thanked those present for their attendance and closed the meeting at 21.17 hours
