Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 8th December, 2005 at 7.30p.m.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr. W.Harwood, and Mr. J. Brazil.  There were no members of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence: Cllr. Stephen Tucker who was attending a concert.  PC Steve Mutton.  Cllr. House who was ill.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  There were none.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 10th November, 2005.  Cllr. Harwood proposed and Cllr. Mrs. Trinick seconded that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:

a) Parish Cluster Meeting 24.11.05 – report from Cllr. Brazil on the meeting held at Malborough.  This item was held over until the arrival of Cllr. Brazil.  Cllr. Brazil attended the meeting at Stoke Fleming but did not think that much was achieved.  He did think that SHDC have now acknowledged that there is a problem with street sweeping but is not sure what if anything will be done about it.
5. Matters for the Chairman’s discretion – see Item 14

· Letter from Countryside Agency re: Jubilee

· Letter from Vic and Ranah Day.

6. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – Cllr. Brazil to report on issues from the County and District Councils.  This was held over until the arrival of Cllr. Brazil.
7. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  There was none.
8. Planning:

a) To discuss and make a recommendation to the South Hams District Council on the following planning application:

i) Application Number 10/2077/05/F Insertion of new window, 6 The Maltings, South Allington.  Applicant: Dr. P. Broughton.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed that the council supports the application.  This was seconded by Cllr Harwood and all agreed.

b) Application 10/1631/05/F Demolition and rebuild and extension of dwelling, Winter Hill, East Prawle.  To note that this application has been withdrawn.  This was noted.

c) Planning Permission Granted Application 10/1754/05/F Retrospective application for erection of shed, 1 Higher Borough, Chivelstone.  To note the permission granted and the conditions.  The Clerk read out the two conditions of the permission dated 3rd November, 2005.

9. Appointment of new Clerk – to discuss the response to the advertisement and decide how to proceed.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick had no response to the advert.

Cllrs. Brazil and Hampden-smith arrived at this point (19.43)
The Chairman then returned to item 6 on the agenda.

Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) -  Cllr. Brazil reported that both Councils are in the process of setting budgets and issues such as car parking charges will be discussed.  At DCC the Police Authority was discussed and it was felt that it would be better to stay as Devon and Cornwall Authority rather than joining with neighbouring forces to create a regional force.  The reorganization of the Health Authorities was also discussed and it is likely that Devon will be controlled by one authority instead of the six as is at present.  The Chairman then returned to item 9.


The Chairman had spoken to the Clerk of Stokenham Parish Council, Mrs. Claydon, who said that she would be interested in the Clerk’s post but did not want the responsibility of the finance.  The current clerk said that she would cover this.  The Chairman had been unable to get hold of Mrs. Claydon since talking to Mrs. Tucker.  Concerns were expressed at how much this would cost.  It was proposed by Cllr. Brazil that the Chairman should pursue the idea of employing Mrs. Claydon temporarily within the budget constraints and if an agreement can be made the Chairman should have the authority to employ Mrs. Claydon.  Councillors will continue to lobby other candidates for the post.  This was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith and all agreed.  

10. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements The Clerk reported the following bank account balances:
Account 7156819 £6,523.54 as at 30th November, 2005

Account 0042567 £545.83 as at 30th November, 2005

The balances in the funds were: Precept £2,806.93, Car Parking £1,964.66, Parish Plan£581.01 and DCCP3 Scheme £1,696.52.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:  

i) South Hams Newspapers Ltd. £94.40 – advert in situations vacant.  It was proposed by Cllr Hampden-Smith and seconded Cllr. Brazil that the invoice should be paid.  All agreed.

c) Parish Precept – to note that the form from SHDC has been received and returned requesting a precept of £3,000.  This was noted.

d) Village Green Honesty Boxes: to note the amount collected from the boxes on 15th November, 2005.  The Clerk reported that £4.45 had been collected from the Shop Box and £40.19 from the box by the Bus Shelter.  It was pointed out that the box by the shop had not ye been moved.

11. Parish Plan – to formally adopt the Chivelstone Parish Plan.  Cllr Brazil proposed that the Pan be formally adopted.  This was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith and all agreed.
12. Parish Council Website – to discuss adopting the Chivelstone Website developed by Cllr. Harwood.  Cllr. Harwood reported that the website had cost £605.13 including VAT to set up and the ongoing costs were approximately £40 per annum.  Cllr. Brazil proposed that the council asked Cllr. Harwood to progress the website and pay him the set up costs as per the invoices and that the revenue from advertising (£10 per annum per advertiser) should be used to offset the initial setting up costs in the future.  This was seconded by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick and all agreed.

Cllr. Brazil left the meeting at this point (20.27 hours)

13. Correspondence:

a) Letter from SHDC re: Christmas Refuse Collection Arrangements.  It was noted that the collection over Christmas and New Year would be one day late.  The clerk had circulated the posters.

b) Letter from SHDC re: Waste Collection Changes project (copy attached).  All councilors had read the letter which informed the council that the new scheme was being introduced in January/February 2006 but no action was required by the Parish Council.

14. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting 

· The Chairman had received a letter from the Countryside Agency regarding the grant to the Chivelstone Golden Jubilee Committee for the information point on the village green.  The Chairman has liaised with Mr. Higgins, the Vice-Chairman, and the Treasurer of the committee and the project was expected to start again and would be completed by the end of March 2006.

· The Clerk read out the letter received from Mr. & Mrs. Day regarding the sale of the village shop.  They were hopeful that the sale was now progressing and that the shop would be open for next season.  However, if things did not go according to plan they would bear in mind that the Parish was interested in creating a community project.

15. Date of next meeting – to confirm the date as Thursday 12th January, 2006   This was confirmed and will commence at 7.30p.m.

The Chairman then thanked everyone for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 20.36 hours.
