2) Minutes – The minutes of the last Annual Parish Meeting held on 21st April 2005 were approved as a correct record, this was proposed by Mrs Trinick and seconded by Mr Harwood. All were in favour and the Chairman authorised, who duly signed the minutes.

3) Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:                                    
a)    New Waste Scheme – The new scheme has been implemented in the past month and is settling down, with a few hitches. 
 Car Parking - Village Green – The council purchased 6 ‘No Waiting’ Cones in 2005 for placing on the road around the top of the green so that traffic was not impeded during high season periods.  They worked for a while, then disappeared and were found in the adjacent field, subsequently they have been filled with concrete to make them more awkward to remove.  Hopefully this will now prove effective for keeping the road clear.  The centre road was brought up and discussed, possibly additional cones may be purchased to keep cars from parking along it and impeding emergency traffic.
4) Neighbourhood Beat Manager – PC Steve Mutton was not at the meeting, so no report was tabled.
5) Chairman’s Report:  
The Parish Plan was unveiled on 28th October 2005, many thanks to Warwick Harwood who put in approx 280 hours work. 

Julian Brazil became Devon County Councillor for Kingsbridge and Stokenham District to add to his being South Hams District Councillor for Saltstone Ward and Parish Councillor for Chivelstone.  Well Done Julian.

To help with parking along topside Village Green 6 No Waiting Cones were purchased during the summer, they disappeared over the hedge into Wheat Park.  All six have since been recovered and require concrete inside the cone to make them more difficult to remove.

The camping issue in the Parish has been regularised by SHDC and Mr Tripp has received a Certificate of Lawfulness: for camping in Wheat Park, Down and Higher House


Geese on the Green: An interesting reason was had from the September Newsletter with twice as many parishioners in favour of geese on the green

The Parish Newsletter has been produced and circulated to all in the parish. Many thanks to David Hampden-Smith for producing it.
