3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held onThursday 8thJune2006.  Cllr. J Trinick proposed and Cllr. W Harwood seconded that the minutes were a true record after it was noted that Cllr S.Tucker left the meeting at19.50pm.  All were in favour and the Chairman duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting: 


Item 4.b.  Update on Bridleway no.7: Cllr R Tucker reported that 945metres of bridleway no.7 had been resurfaced with crushed rubble from the Gara Rock Hotel. Mr James Baron and R J Tucker and Sons had done the work.


Due to complaints from anonymous parishioners Mr Mike Jenkins (public rights of way manager Devon County Council) and Mr Michael Martyn (Definitive Rights Manager D.C.C.) came down from Exeter to inspect the work and the material used. Action 2020 Presentation by Mr J Baverstock & Amanda Bloomer of Kingsbridge and Salcombe Area Partnership:  KASAP was formed to help find finance for Parish projects, For example Malborough Cycle Track & Stokenham feasibility study on Helmers field Chillington.  Discussion took place on possibility of a Tennis court / 5 aside football pitch in East Prawle, A project which KASAP could help find finance. (see item 13 in these minutes )

Cllr J Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C.): Cllr J Brazil Reported that SHDC had refused planning permission on the housing development in Frogmore Village, also the SHDC Leisure centres are to be run by Tone Leisure.    Devon County Council are rationalising Social services, also DCC have agreed to keep a school in the county open with only 45 children attending, aged 6 to 11 years, Cllr S.Tucker questioned the sense of schools with such small numbers of pupils.
8. Public Participation:  Mr.&Mrs. Stark asked about the costs of tennis courts and offered their support if the project goes forward , The Chairman said the project was in an early stage and costs were not available

Cllr J Trinick seconded the proposal and all Cllrs. agreed
