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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 9th November, 2006 at 7.30pm.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Acting Clerk), Cllr. D. Hampden-Smith (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr. Stephen Tucker, and Mr. J. Brazil.  There were no members of the Public present.

1. Apologies for Absence:  Cllr. Warwick Harwood and Cllr. Roger Tucker.  The Parish Council accepted these apologies.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllr. Stephen Tucker declared an interest in item 4.6 Tennis Courts/Five aside Football pitch as owner of the land and took no part in the discussion.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meetings of the Council held on Thursday 12th October, 2006 and 30th October, 2006.  Cllr Trinick asked if ‘a lack of information to the public’ could be added to item 4c on 12th October with regard to the Slapton Line Partnership meeting report.  Cllr. Trinick proposed and Cllr. Brazil seconded that the minutes of the 12th October, 2006 were a true record and all agreed.  Cllr. Stephen Tucker proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 30th October, 2006 were a true record and this was seconded by Cllr. Hampden-Smith.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed both sets of minutes.

4. Matters Arising from the minutes of the above meeting:
5. Item 4a) – First Responders. To note progress to date.  Cllr. Hampden-Smith reported that he had had a meeting with the Clerk of Stokenham Parish Council and they had come up with the idea of a leaflet drop over the relevant area to help raise the awareness of the First Responders team and to ask for donations to get the group established.  A draft leaflet was circulated to the Councillors which informed parishioners of the aim of the team and asking if they could donate £1 or more to the fund.  It was suggested to add that £2500 needs to be raised to get the team up and running.  It was felt that this was a good way to inform everyone that there is to be a group and Cllr. Hampden-Smith was encouraged to progress with the envelope/leaflet drop.

6. Item 4b) Tennis Courts/Five aside Football Pitch.  Update on progress to date and report on meeting with Mr. Adrian Cable from the Lawn Tennis Association.  Cllr. Brazil met with Mr. Cable and he was going to arrange for a LTA consultant to asses what specification was required for a court bearing in mind it will also be required for football, basketball and netball.  Cllr. Brazil also acquired funding information.  It was decided that the Council will continue to pursue obtaining Planning permission and grants.

7. Item 10) Report on cost of trade waste bin for summer period.  Cllr Brazil had enquired at SHDC and been informed that the charge would be £8 - £10 per week for any number of weeks.  A discussion followed as to where it could be placed and it was emphasized that this would be for the ‘locals’ use only as somewhere to dispose of litter collected by parishioners around the parish.  It was decided to ask Mr. Blythe if it could be put at the rear of his property.  Julian proposed that the Parish Council rents a bin for the summer period next year as a trial and this was seconded by Cllr. Stephen Tucker.  Three votes were in favour of the proposal and one against.  Cllr. Brazil said he would organize the bin and the Chairman was to approach Mr. Blythe.

8. Item 12) Report on Affordable Housing in South Hams meeting on 1st November, 2006 at Ivybridge.  In the absence of Cllr. House and Cllr. Harwood this item was held over to the next meeting.

10. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – Cllr. Brazil to report on issues from the County and District Councils.  Cllr. Brazil pointed out that the Police will not employ Traffic Wardens from 2008 so DCC has put the wheels in motion to take responsibility for the service.  The County Council will consult on the best method to use.  He also reported that the SHDC new rubbish collection system was a shambles and Cllr Brazil has written to the Kingsbridge Gazette.  He said that Councillors had been told that the problem was a management issue and not a problem for Councillors.
11. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  There was none
12. Planning:
a) Planning Permission Granted Application 10/1567/06/F.  Renewal of planning permission 10/1130/01/F for proposed erection of single dwelling, New Plot adjacent Hanley Cottage, East Prawle, Kingsbridge.  To note the permission granted and the ten conditions.  The Clerk pointed out condition 1 stating the development must be begun not later than the expiration of three years from the date on which the permission is granted and condition 10 of the permission insisting that the land comprising the proposed garden area adjoining the approved dwelling house has been acquired and made permanently available as residential curtilage for the proposed house.  The permission was dated 11th October, 2006

b) SHDC New Area Team, Planning Department.  The clerk read out a letter from SHDC informing the Parish Council of the changes to personnel in the East Area Team who deal with planning applications made in the Chivelstone area.  Copies of the letter were circulated to the Councillors.

Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements  The Clerk reported the following bank account balances:

b) Budget for year 1st April 2007 to 31st March, 2008

Copies of a budget prepared by the Clerk were circulated to the Councillors.  It was noted that a budget of £1200 had been included for the clerk’s salary but this will not be taken by Cllr. Roger Tucker.  It was suggested that this provision is used for parish projects.  It was also noted that the provision from Election expenses had been increased to £200 as there will be local elections held in 2007.  This will top up the fund already put to one side to cover the expense.  Cllr. Brazil proposed that the provision for the Clerks salary is reduced to £1000 to balance the budget.  This was seconded by Cllr. Stephen Tucker and all agreed.  The expenditure budget was set at £3860 and the income budget £3885.

Higher Park Planter: to discuss management of planter.

It was reported that the Higher Park planter needs tidying up.  The Lady who was going to look after it has moved away.  It was proposed by Cllr. Brazil that the Parish Council approaches the Higher Park Residents committee asking what they would like to do with it.  The proposal was seconded by Cllr. Stephen Tucker and all agreed.  The Clerk would be asked to write to the committee.

15. Mobile phone steps: to discuss building raised area for mobile phone use beside telephone kiosk on top side village green.  Councillors expressed concern over various possible problems and it was decided to defer this item to the next meeting when Cllr. Roger Tucker will be in attendance.

The clerk read out the agenda for the meeting and asked if any Councillors would like to raise any issues at the meeting.  There were none.  Cllr. Roger Tucker had already expressed an interest in attending the meeting and Cllr. Mrs. Trinick said that she would also like to attend if she was available.

· Notice Board at South Allington - Cllr Trinick pointed out that the notice board was foggy in between the glass making it difficult to read notices.  It was decided to remove one of the pains of glass.

· Wreath for Remembrance Sunday  - Cllr. Mrs. Trinick asked if the Parish Council would buy a wreath as they had last year.  The Chairman said that the matter would be put on the agenda for the next meeting.
