Following the sale of Exeter airport, DCC will have 50 million pounds to spend on projects in Devon.

Mrs J Trinick was again stating that the buttle holes at New Houses Hill have still not been cleared properly, Cllr Blyth agreed to contact DCC Highways.

Mrs B Jeffery raised an objection to application no 10/2343/07/F the demolition of the Old School, She said since it was built in1876 hundreds of children attended the school and many have a feeling for the building,

Mrs. E Allen, Mr & Mrs A Hort, Mrs. E Putt, Mrs. J Trinick, Mr S Jeffery, and Mr R Cordy also took part in a lively discussion about the Old School and the following points were raised. 

(1) The new proposed vehicle entrance would be more dangerous than the present as minibuses regularly used the present when used as a school. Also many children walk past the new proposed entrance to get to the school bus stop.

(2) The proposed tree screen is not likely to grow due to the exposed site.

(3) The new building is an unacceptable change of character to the entrance of the village.

(4) Over development of the site.

(5) The new proposed building would not be “The Old School “a Village landmark.

(6) All the other schools built at the same time, East Portelmouth, South Pool, Stokenham, and Huckham are used as houses all in their original build, and Huckham is at present being converted and is an example of what can be done while still retaining the original structure.
