Chairman’s annual report April 2008.
This year saw Roger Tucker’s retirement from our Parish Council after 30 years service to the community, and whilst he tried hard to end all his ties with the PC thankfully we have persuaded him to carry on as Parish Clerk for at least another year. Roger’s guiding hand and experience is of tremendous help to a rookie chairman like me.

We had PC elections last May and sadly we lost the equally experienced Josephine Trinick after 24 years on the Parish Council, anyone who has worked with Jo knows the great depth of knowledge she has and how selflessly she gives of her time to local bodies; but old habits die hard and we are lucky enough that Jo continues to come to PC meetings and, albeit from the public benches, we can still rely on her valuable input.

Due to our participation in the P3 footpath scheme we look after and repair as necessary, our footpaths. Our project this coming year is to repair and flatten the surface of the path which runs between Upper and Lower Horsley fields. We do have council representatives who monitor the state of our footpaths but we also rely on the input of parishioners and visitors to keep us updated on any problem areas.

There have been 26 planning applications, the council have supported 16 and recommended refusal on 10, of those 10, 3 were approved by SHDC and 6 refused. There was 1 application withdrawn.

Regarding the proposed Hard Surface Sports Area, we now have proper plans and we are preparing the documentation before applying to the planning office, We will again be applying for a Peoples Millions grant as well as looking into other areas of possible funding. Before proceeding further with this project we are looking for a bit more enthusiasm and unless more support and commitment is present we will shelve the project until such time as there is commitment from enough people. I would suggest that we call a well publicised public meeting with plenty of notice given and see how many people turn up. We could base any future action on this.

The Community First Responders scheme is finally coming to fruition with a proposal from South Western Ambulance Service that training should start at the end of May. We have 14 signed up volunteers covering Chivelstone, East Portlemouth, Holset and South Pool.

The fixed siteing of the No Parking cones on middle road on the Green seem to be working. Although the cones are fixed, they can be removed should it become necessary.

The Piglet Stores remained open all winter again and Chris and Viv rely on parishioners support during the quiet times. We are lucky to have a village shop and the adage “use it or loose it” is relevant.

The Community Hall is here for our benefit and it would be good to see it used more often, remember it is free to parishioners to use for their own private functions and is available to hire at a very low rate to others. – there is a mouse racing evening here tomorrow in aid of Hall funds and all are welcome, if you would like further information please ask me later.

The weather was not kind to us last summer with torrential rain throughout July, this had the effect of reducing our visitor numbers which may or may not be carried forward into this summer with more people choosing to take their holidays abroad where there is less risk of rain. It becomes therefore more important that we all support our Pubs, The Provi and the Pigs Nose as well as the Piglet Stores and Café. There are many villages; some not a million miles away which have neither and we do not want to join them.

It remains for me to thank my fellow councillors for their help support and guidance during the past year and for me to make a plea to parishioners to let us know of any action they think the council needs to take. We are here as your representatives and we can only listen to what we hear!

Councillor Brazil is now Chairman of Salcombe Harbour Board and is also Leader of the Opposition on

 The South Hams District Council.

This year the SHDC has agreed a 4 1/2 % council tax rise also they are sharing top management jobs with other District Councils,

Stokenham Parish Council is piloting a scheme on joint working of street cleaning and parish lenghtsman.

The South Devon Coastal Projects are applying for £1.8 million from Europe.

              Devon County Council has agreed a 3.9 % Council Tax Rise.


School transport cost DCC £23 million, plus £8 million from Government.


DCC have got £50 million from the sale of Exeter Airport to be spent on Projects.


The Government is trying to look at boundary changes for the whole County of Devon.


The SHDC want 3 or 4 unitary authorities to cover the whole of the county.


The DCC want 1 unitary authority leaving Plymouth and Torbay as they are at present

So you can see that the Hall is an important part of the Parish Community.

We welcomed back the Toy Library last October but it moved to Frogmore recently because there were very few youngsters attending. We need some more youngsters for them to return, see what you can do !

The Financial Statement for the year ending 31st. January 2008 is available and I should like to thank our Treasurer for the year Mrs. Vicky Tucker very much for all her hard work, especially in negotiating a reduced fee for the Hall insurance.

You will see that the annual running costs of the Hall last year were £2054.61. The income from Lettings, Fundraising, Donations and Interest was only £692.35 the shortfall was made up by the generous donation from the Prawle Fair Committee and I would like to thank them for their continuing support.

Our fundraising last year was down because unfortunately we had to cancel the “Hogwash” event due to the Foot and Mouth restrictions

There is £10,315.83 in the bank for the contingency fund used for major costs such as  redecorating and the like. This has been accumulated over the years by the ’49 Club’ which I currently organise with the help of my assistant Anne Blyth.

We have had the Electrical System tested last year to make sure that we comply with current regulations.  We also had the cupboards rearranged so that the Electrical Trips are now no longer in a locked cupboard !

Our bookings are looked after by Mr. & Mrs. Shadbolt who never fail us and I should like to thank them very much.

The Community Hall will continue to flourish if we all keep using it and supporting it.
