5 a  At this point of the meeting Police Sergeant Jane Corkhill and Police Constable Steve

       Mutton     arrived and the Chairman  introduced them to the meeting.
      Sergeant Corkhill explained that a total of 12 police officers and volunteers had been involved in “ Pubs against Drugs” searches in Public Houses around the Kingsbridge, Salcombe, Modbury area. This had come about due to complaints from members of the public.

Dogs have been trained to sit at the feet of any person who have been handling drugs,

This was not a drugs “Raid” and there was no intimate searches of members of the Public

All searches had been advertised on notices in the Public Houses and had permission of the Landlord to take place, and more searches will take place.

After much discussion open to members of the public present Cllr Bailey proposed a vote of thanks to the officers for coming to the meeting to explain the reasons for the searches.

Cllr Brazil explained that the South Devon Coastal Action Group have been awarded 1.8 million pounds to be spent in the SHDC coastal areas on “Green” projects.

The SHDC have decided to Freeze the council tax for the year 2009 – 2010 due to the Credit Crunch.

       Mr A Barnett raised the issue that the Clerk had been cutting big 6 corrugate sheets containing

       asbestos fibres on his barn roof at Higher House Farm and that the dust from the cutting action 

       would damage the health of the children of the village.

       The Clerk explained that modern big 6 corrugate are made of fibre cement. And he had spoken

        to a lady at the Health and Safety Executive in Plymouth who had explained up to a certain 

        date big 6 corrugate did contain asbestos fibres and had to be dealt with correctly, but farmers

        have dispensations to re use the sheets,

        At this point Mr Barnett asked Cllr Tucker why he was looking at him in such a way,

        Cllr Tucker said, “ when someone is speaking it is respectful to look at them”.   

        And a robust discussion ensued and at this point Cllr Brazil explained that a council meeting   

        was not the place to resolve this issue 

       and that it should be referred to the proper department  that deals with these issues.
