The Chairman reported that Police Officers have attended several meetings throughout the year.

5. Chairman’s Report

            Chairman’s annual report April 2009.

Last year featured some important landmarks for our community: The Providence Inn closed and is now on the market. The Old School has been under threat of demolition, plans for which have currently been withdrawn. And plans for the proposed hard surface sports area have been shelved due to lack of general interest and commitment. But the most important, and may I say saddest landmark, was the death of Josephine Trinick. Much has been said about Jo’s involvement with the many projects she worked on in our community and I am not going to go through them all, I would simply like to make my own tribute to a lovely lady who helped and advised me on many matters both here on the Parish Council and otherwise – and I was the recipient of “THE LOOK” on a couple of occasions!

East Prawle village made the headlines once gain this year with BT’s untimely removal of the Higher Park Telephone Kiosk. It is back now as we are all aware but we are still awaiting BT’s final decision regards the re-fitting of the telephone itself.

The P3 footpath scheme enables us to look after our own footpaths and this year we have repaired the surface of the path which runs between Upper and Lower Horsley fields.  We are in the process of organizing the repair of Horsley lane (bridleway 16). Moorwell pond has been cleared of weed and a certain amount of landscaping has been carried out to enable people to walk around and enjoy it. We do have council representatives who monitor the state of our footpaths but as I mentioned last year, we also rely on the input of parishioners and visitors to keep us updated on any problem areas.

There have been 14 planning applications, the council have supported 11 of which 2 were refused by SHDC. We have recommended refusal on 3, and all 3 were refused by SHDC. There was 1 application withdrawn.   

The Community First Responders scheme is now in operation with 3 responders fully trained and 6 more near to the completion of their training. The group started functioning in December and even though we are in a quiet time as regards numbers of people here, the group has responded to a Hypoglycemic coma, an Asthma attack, a Fractured wrist, an elderly person’s fall and one Cardiac Arrest. The area that is covered extends from the A379 from Frogmore to Stokenham and south to Prawle - covering Chivelstone, East Portlemouth and Southpool, as well as part of Stokenham parish. Responders are notified by the ambulance service and 999 should always be used in case of emergencies.  

The Piglet Stores remained open all winter again and Chris and Viv rely on parishioner’s support during the quiet times. Once again I would say that we are lucky to have a village shop and now that the shop can accept credit and debit cards there is every reason for us all to use it.

The Community Hall is a great asset to our community and it was sad to see so few parishioners at the annual meeting there last month.

The weather was very kind to us for Prawle Fair, which was an unbelievably fantastic day, but following that St Swithin had his revenge! 

It remains for me to once more thank my fellow councilors for their help, support and guidance during the past year. Also a very big thank you to our Clerk for all his hard work. 

It would be good to see more parishioners attending council meetings where any ideas, observations or indeed complaints can be discussed. As I said last year, we are here as your representatives and we can only listen to what we hear!

2009 Annual General Meeting

Chairman’s Annual Report for the Year ending 31st. January 2009
The Approved Accounts for theYear ending 31 Jan 09 are available for inspection.

The Community Hall continues to be well used for the benefit of the inhabitants of the Parish of Chivelstone.

Our main income for the Year ending 31 Jan 2009 was the donation from the Prawle Fair Committee of £2500 and £601 from Hall Fundraising Events.

We had a bonus income of £993.28 from the final distribution of the Chivelstone Parish Jubilee.

The Bonus Ball gives us a regular £958 per year which goes into the Contingency Fund.

Some of this will be used to pay for the redecoration of the Hall and the alterations to the heating oil tank filling arrangements to meet current standards.

Income from Hall lettings was up last year at £242 due in part to a very good Art Exhibition for John Farman from Beesands.

It costs about £2336 a Year or £6.40 a day to run the Hall so you can see that the £242 lettings income for the Year leaves us a shortfall of £2094 which is covered by the Hall fundraising and the donation from the Prawle Fair Committee.

We have raised our charges from the start of the 2009 / 2010 Year to try and cover more of our costs from lettings. I should point out that the rates for the residents of Chivelstone are very reasonable. The use of the Hall by Parish Organisations continues to be free !

The telephone line to the Hall has been taken over by the Hall due to the demise of the Kingsbridge School funding it for the Homework Club which has now stopped.

It might seem a luxury but we feel it is needed for emergencies etc.

The First Responders have been set up successfully and will be having a defribulator unit available outside the Hall entrance.

I should like to thank our Treasurer  Mrs. Vicky Tucker and our Secretary Mrs. Marilyn Tucker very much for all their excellent hard work. I should also like to thank all the other Committee members for their support during the Year.

I must also thank our Hall Bookings Agents Mr. & Mrs. Shadbolt who continue to give us an invaluable service.

Anybody who wishes to join us to help to run this worthwhile Charity will be made most welcome.

Finally I would like to thank all of you for coming this evening, please continue to give us your support and the 
Community Hall will continue to flourish.

b) Coleridge Community Bus


Dear Mr. tucker, 

Many thanks for making contact with me regarding the Coleridge Bus Community and asking for our activities during the last year. 

I have been in touch with Pierre Verniquet, Treasurer, who keeps a tally of our statistics and he has provided me with the figures:- 

For 2008, they were:- 

WEEKLY BUS SERVICE 

With Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday routes each week there were 206 routes, 4,795 passengers and 10,250 kilometres travelled for 2008. 

Sorry about the metrification rather than imperial but as the Bus is a Mercedes Benz it was calibrated in kilometres when it was manufactured! 

HIRINGS 

These were either Monday day time, evenings or weekend bookings. 

We had 58 hirings for the year with 5,243 kilometres travelled. 

We have had 2 people training to pass their P.C.V. licence exam. without success in 2008. The practical examination has become so difficult now that only those working for a professional bus company seem to pass the test. Our trainees aren't so fortunate. Steve Manchip, our chairman, is asking the Chief Examiner of Plymouth why this is the case. The cost of the drivers' training in 2008 was £2,308.24p 

In March 2008, we advertised for new drivers in the local Gazette with money given by Devon Renaissance. We had 5 men respond, no women. Of the 5, one had a P.C.V. licence already and is driving now for the charity. Of the other 4, one completed his medical and theory part and started the practical lessons but had to stop due to being unsuitable.The other 3 sank without trace despite sounding keen initially! 

The cost of the drivers' training for 2008 amounted to £2,308.24p. 

In 2008, there were 9 drivers on the books although one was on long term sick leave. New drivers are always needed. 

Steve Manchip and I will be going to the annual parish meeting on Tuesday, 1st April which I'm presuming will be at Stokenham Parish Hall; is this correct?

The main purpose of SCOF is to raise funds, which provide the Chillington Health Centre with additional medical equipment for the convenience and benefit of the patients and also to provide an efficient Patient Transport Service.

During the last twelve months the practice at Chillington has benefited by the following purchases, which were made possible, not only by the funds raised at several fund raising events, which included a Sponsored Dog Walk, Bingo Evening and the hugely popular Christmas Fayre, but also by some very generous donations and bequests.

These items were purchased at a cost of £9,135.94. 

The Patient Transport Service is co-coordinated from the SCOF office in the Health Centre and is made possible by, on average, 40 voluntary drivers without whom the PTS could not exist. During last year they carried out approximately 600 journeys covering approximately 7,500 miles. It continues to provide a very essential service to the community as a whole, not only within the Stokenham Parish, but to all patients registered with the Chillington Health Centre, regardless of their location.  This service is subsidized by approximately £3,000 annually from SCOF funds. 

New drivers are always needed. If you have any spare time, regardless of how little, and you would like to join us in this worthwhile service, please visit the SCOF Office in the Health Centre between 10:00am and 12:00 noon on Mondays to Fridays and talk to our co-ordinators.  Alternatively call them on 01548 581181 and they will provide you with any information that you require. 

Currently SCOF is in the fortunate position, due to several bequests and generous donations, of being able to widen our horizons. We are keen to take into consideration ideas from the community at large as to how to use our financial assets to the benefit of the patients of the Chillington Health Centre.

Altogether, we feel that we have had a successful year and, with the continued support of so many people who give their time freely, we look forward, again, to an equally successful year.
For those of you who require transport please remember to call our office a minimum of two days in advance, if possible. The co-ordinators need the time to find a driver who is available and willing to take you to your appointment.
