Attached is the report from Police Constable S Mutton.

Hi Roger, 

Glad to hear that you are healing well. I will pop out to see you in the coming days. It was just to say that I had every intention of coming to tonight’s meeting but I was injured on duty the other day and won't be able to make it out tonight. I'm very sorry about this but hopefully you will be able to give my report in my absence. 

1) My 16 parishes have been reduced to 10 with PC Rachel Ward taking on the Modbury side of the patch. This has reduced the numbers of parishes I'm responsible for considerably and has already allowed me to increase community engagement in the parishes from Halwell to Prawle Point. I was hoping to pass on this good news myself but I will make a point of coming to next months meeting. 

2) Crime has increased slightly from 7 crimes in 2007-8, to 9 crimes in 2008-9. 
3) I would encourage people to have a look at the force website and in particular the sections on neighbourhood policing. It has information on your neighbourhood beat team (i.e. me) as well as the crime figures for the whole of the Kingsbridge Rural Patch. The crime figures are not specific to Chivelstone Parish but please have a play with it and feedback any comments you have. 

4) At the next meeting I will bring in details about a new scheme Devon and Cornwall has adopted to reward young people who have contributed to their community. We have received some funding for this. If someone is aware of a young person between the ages of 11 and 18 who the community feels deserves to be acknowledged for their efforts they can apply to us for that young person to be rewarded. Rewards can include days out to theme parks or gifts towards a hobby or interest that person has. I want to stress that the scheme is for people doing good in their community and not for rehabilitation of young offenders. I will have all the details at the next meeting.
