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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 9th February, 2006 at 7.30p.m.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (acting clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr. W. Harwood, Mr. D. Hampden-Smith, Mr. A. House, and Mr. J. Brazil.  There was one member of the public present.

1. Apologies for Absence: Cllr Stephen Tucker who was working.  The Parish Council accepted this apology.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 8b as the owner of Higher Farm is her brother.  Cllr. Roger Tucker declared an interest in item 8a as the applicants are his sisters.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 12th January, 2006.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed and Cllr. Hampden-Smith seconded that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters arising from the minutes of the above meeting:  The chairman had omitted to put these on the agenda but as no decisions were to be made the following points were made:


Parish Lengthsman - Cllr. Brazil asked Councillors if the lengthsman had been seen in the village or contacted Cllr. Mrs. Trinick, but he had not.  Cllr. Brazil said he would follow this up.


Saltstone Group meeting - Cllr. Mrs. Trinick reported on the Saltstone Group meeting which highlighted the powers which the Parish and Town Councils will have from 1st April 2006 with regard to fly tipping, dog fouling, etc..  It was felt that the subject should be approached with caution.


Slapton Line Workshop -  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick reported on the Slapton Line Workshop, which she had attended.  It was explained that Plans will need to be made for when the road is abandoned (probably in approx. 50 years time) and parishes will be consulted and kept informed.  


Grass area, Hazelgrove, South Allington - Cllr. Hampden-Smith pointed out that more thin bollards had appeared on the bank.  Cllr. Brazil said he would speak to Highways at DCC.

6. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – Cllr. Brazil to report on issues from the County and District Councils.  Cllr. Brazil reported that SHDC are discussing budgets and it looks like the Council Tax will rise by 5%.  He had also heard that the VAT previously charged on Car Parking charges will be able to be claimed back by SHDC which is 17.5% of approx. £2m.  A discussion followed regarding car parking charges and the problem with the lack of spaces for trailers in car parks was highlighted.  DCC are also looking for cutbacks as the settlement from Government was not sufficient to meet their budget requirements.  
7. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  A question was raised regarding the pond and the clearing of the weed.  Cllr. Brazil said that he would get a gang together when the weather warms up.  
8. Planning:

a) Application Number 10/2298/05/F Construction of replacement garage/store and new toilet facilities for caravan site, The Store, off the Village Green, East Prawle.  Applicant Messrs S O’Connell and J. Toofan.  To note that the application is withdrawn.  This was noted.

b) Application Number 10/0170/04/CLE Certificate of lawful use or development, Higher Farm, East Prawle.  To note the approval.  The Chairman read the schedule which stated that Land at Higher Farm comprising Downs Field and Higher Holloway fields was lawful for camping and agricultural use as follows:

1) Downs Field, for a mixed use of agricultural and seasonal camping and caravanning between Easter and the end of September in any calendar year, comprising the siting of no more than 10 caravans and 20 tents between Easter and the beginning of June; and no more than 10 caravans and 50 tents in total between June and the end of September.  Such motor homes caravans and tents being sited only for a continuous period of no more than 3 weeks at anyone time

2) Higher Holloway – Use of land for a mixed use comprising agriculture and seasonal camping between Easter and the end of September for the siting of up to 10 tents in total, such tents being sited for a continuous period of no more than 3 weeks at a time.

9. Appointment of new Clerk – report from Chairman on progress made.  The Chairman welcomed Mrs. Ruth Browne to the meeting who was in attendance to find out how the Council worked and to consider the position of Clerk.  She said that she would contact the Chairman when she had made her decision.  The Chairman thanked Mrs. Browne for taking the time to come to the meeting.
10. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements  The Clerk reported the following bank account balances:
Account 7156819 £5,321.08 as at 31st January, 2006

Account 0042567 £525.58 as at 31st January, 2006

The balances in the funds were: Precept £1,604.47, Car Parking £1,964.66, Parish Plan £581.01 and DCC P3 £1,696.52.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:
1) Clerk’s Salary January 2006 £78.04 and expenses September – December, 2005 £80.88.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed that the total of £158.92 be paid.  This was seconded by Cllr. Harwood and all agreed.

c) To note dividends from the East Prawle School Fund £10.40.  This was noted.  The Chairman, Cllr, Mrs. Trinick and Mrs. Marilyn Tucker said that they would calculate the payments due to the children.

11. Correspondence:

a) Letter from SHDC re: Parish Heritage Appraisals.  Cllr. Harwood explained that he attended a meeting at Dartington Hall.  SHDC are trying to organize a parish heritage appraisal in South Pool and would like to do a similar project in Chivelstone.  South Pool already has a History Group and it was felt that perhaps Chivelstone could set up the same.  It was decided to include an item in the next newsletter asking for those interested to contact either the Chairman or Cllr. Harwood.

12. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting 

· Planning Officers report for Providence Inn.  It was noted that the planning officer is recommending that the lettering INN is approved but the colouring of the end wall is removed.  This will go to the Development Control Committee on 15.02.06.

· South Hams Local Development Framework: Core Strategy – the documents were circulated for responses to be made individually.  

· Information on new Waste Collection Scheme – the Chairman pointed out that a roadshow would be in South Pool Village Hall from 10.00am to 4.00pm on Saturday 11th February, 2006 to explain the new system.  It was thought that the first collection will take place week commencing 6th March.

· Letter re: Local Tourist Weekends – SHDC are promoting local tourist attractions on the weekends of 4th & 5th February and 11th & 12th February.  Leaflets were circulated and it was noted that vouchers can be obtained from local TIC’s.

· Letter from SWW re: customer info. Unit – SWW have a mobile customer information unit that they use to attend leisure events.  It was felt that there were no suitable events in the parish for the unit to attend.

13. Date of next meeting – to confirm the date as Thursday 12th January, 2006.  It was confirmed that the next meeting will be held on Thursday 9th March, 2006 at 7.30pm in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall.

The Chairman then thanked everyone for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 21.03 hours.
