b) Application 10/1667/05/AD Advertisement Consent for the sign ‘INN’ on the Providence Inn – to note split decision made by SHDC.  


The lettering ‘INN’ has been passed, but the green stripes painted on the side of the house structure in the beer garden has not been passed.
