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Minutes of the meeting of Chivelstone Parish Council held in the Chivelstone Parish Community Hall, East Prawle on Thursday 12th January, 2006 at 7.30pm.

Present: Mrs. Marilyn Tucker (Clerk), Cllr. Roger Tucker (Chairman), Cllrs. Mrs. J. Trinick, Mr. W. Harwood, Mr. D. Hampden-Smith, Mr. A. House, and Mr. J. Brazil.

1. Apologies for Absence:  Cllr. Stephen Tucker who was taking part in a Euchre competition.
2. Declarations of Interest – Councilors are invited to declare any interests they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  Cllr. Roger Tucker declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 8a)i) as the applicants are his sisters.

3. Minutes - to approve as a correct record and authorise the Chairman to sign the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on Thursday 8th December, 2005.  Cllr. Harwood proposed and Cllr. Mrs. Trinick seconded that the minutes were a true record.  All were in favour and the Chairman and Clerk duly signed the minutes.

4. Matters for the Chairman’s discretion – see Item 12

5. Cllr. J. Brazil (S.H.D.C., D.C.C) – Cllr. Brazil to report on issues from the County and District Councils.  Cllr. Brazil said that there was not much to report due to Christmas and the work that has been done has been in relation to budgets.  He pointed out that Embankment Road in Kingsbridge is being resurfaced and has delays.  When this is completed work will then start at Strete Gate.  Cllr. Brazil thought that the waste bins are being delivered around the 20th February.  The first collection will be around the 6th March.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick asked Cllr. Brazil if any other Parish Councils apart from Strete and Stoke Fleming had been contacted regarding the Street Cleaning.  He wasn’t aware that they had been and said that he would investigate.  It was also mentioned that the DCC Parish Lengthsman had not been seen recently and the buddle holes on Hines Hill, Lower Road and around Castle needed attention.  Cllr. Brazil said he would contact the persons concerned.
6. Public Participation – the members of the public present are invited to ask any questions or make any comments regarding the parish.  Mr. Baker pointed out that the street sweeper had not been seen in South Allington for some time and asked if it was due to cut backs.  It was explained that the Street Sweeper had been cut back but Cllr. Brazil said that he would mention the area in question when he makes investigations.  The grass area by Hazelgrove was also discussed and it was pointed out that boulders had been put back on the bank.  Cllr. Brazil said he would also mention this when he was speaking to DCC at Ivybridge.  The Chairman then closed public participation.
8. Planning:

a) To discuss and make a recommendation to the South Hams District Council on the following planning application:

i) Application Number 10/2298/05/F Construction of replacement garage/store and new toilet facilities for caravan site, The Store, off the Village Green, East Prawle.  Applicant: Messrs S. O’Connell & J Toofan.  Cllr. Roger Tucker left the meeting and the Chair was taken by Cllr. Mrs. Trinick.  After some discussion regarding the height and size of the proposed building it was proposed by Cllr. House that the Council supports the application adding the condition that the building is faced with local stone.  This was seconded by Cllr. Brazil and all agreed.

Cllr. Roger Tucker returned to the Chair.

b) Planning Permission Granted Application 10/2077/05/F Insertion of new window, 6 The Maltings, South Allington.  To note the permission granted and the conditions.  The Clerk read out the two conditions of the permission dated 21st December which were noted.

9. Appointment of new Clerk – report from Cllr. Roger Tucker on progress made.  Cllr. Roger Tucker had spoken to Mrs. Claydon from Stokenham.  She didn’t mind taking on the role of clerk but wanted Mrs. Tucker to be the Responsible Financial Officer.  Creyonne Wilson had expressed an interest but after coming to see the clerk had felt that due to commitments over the next 12 months would not have the time to take up the post.  The Chairman had also contacted the clerk from East Portlemouth.  She requested that she would be paid for 6 hours per week at £7.20 per hour.  The Chairman pointed out that this was more than double what the current clerk is paid.  The Chairman had also contacted Mrs. Ruth Browne who was going to think about it over the next few days.  A discussion followed regarding pay and it was also suggested that the Councillors take it in turns to act as clerk.  It was decided to wait until a response had been received from Mrs. Browne before any further action was taken.
10. Finance:

a) Accounts as per last statements  The Clerk reported the following bank account balances:
Account 7156819 £5,834.72 as at 30th December, 2005

Account 0042567 £525.58 as at 30th December, 2005

The balances in the funds were: Precept £2,118.11, Car Parking £1,964.66, Parish Plan £581.01 and DCC P3 £1,696.52.

With regard to the P3 scheme Cllr. Hampden-Smith offered to help Cllr. House with the Ash Park lane project.  Cllr. House also suggested using the P3 money to buy a strimmer/bushcutter to use to clear Parish Paths.

b) Invoices to be considered for payment:

i) Clerks Salary October to December 2005, £253.63 and expenses.  The Clerk had forgotten the invoice so it was agreed to pay the salary this month and the expenses next month.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick proposed that the Clerk be paid £253.63 and this was seconded by Cllr. Hampen-Smith.  All agreed.

ii) Churchyard Maintenance – to pay 50% of the actual cost of maintenance for 2005.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick had provided a list of the work carried out.  The total amount paid by the Church was £540 so the Parish Council was due to pay £270 (50%).  Cllr. Harwood proposed that the Church be paid.  This was seconded by Cllr. House and all agreed.

11. Correspondence:

a) Letter from SHDC re: Draft Supplementary Planning Document (Open Space & Validation of Planning Applications) – for comments.  Cllr House proposed that the documents were returned saying when the Planning Officer takes notice of Parish Council comments then the Parish Council will respond to consultation documents.  Seconded by Cllr Harwood.  All agreed.

b) Letter from SHDC re: Budget Meeting 19.01.06 at Follaton House.  This meeting is with the DCC, Devon Fire and D & C Police.  Councillors were unsure if they could attend.

c) E-Mail from SHDC re: Parish Heritage Appraisal.  Keith Rennells (SHDC) had arranged a meeting regarding the project.  The project employs an archaeologist to work alongside interested groups in researching, recording and mapping of historic features in the parish.  Walks and talks are also arranged.  An introductory meeting is being held on Tuesday 17th January at The Dukes Room at Dartington Hall.  Cllrs. Mrs. Trinick and Harwood said that they would attend.  It was suggested to approach Mr. Richard Partridge and Martin Catt to see if they want to attend.  Cllr Harwood said that he would respond to Mr. Rennells.

d) Letter from SHDC re: Waste Collection Changes meeting.  This letter had previously been circulated and due to tonight’s meeting no one was attending.  The Clerk had contacted SHDC and ascertained that the information which was being discussed had already been circulated.

e) Letter re: Slapton Line Adaptation Planning Workshop 16.01.06.  Cllr. Mrs. Trinick had agreed to attend the meeting.

f) Saltstone Group Agenda for 16.01.06 – this was noted.  

g) Letter from SHDC re: Parish Remuneration Panel meeting 17.01.06 – this is being held to carry out the annual review of the levels set.  This was noted.

h) E-Mail from Diane Boston re: Affordable Housing and Geese on Village Green (copy attached).  The Chairman read out the e-mail in which Mrs. Boston suggested that a community property trust could be formed by the parish and listed contact names of people who had done the same in Holsworthy.  She also added that she didn’t mind the geese on the green but would like the owner to add the square by 1 – 3 Corner Cottages to her cleaning up list.  The message will be passed to Ms. Trinick.

12. Matters at the Chairman’s discretion, or to be put to the next meeting 

Parish Map Leaflet -   Cllr Mrs. Trinick brought to the attention of the Councillors that the Jubilee parish map leaflet had been completed and printed.

13. Date of next meeting – to confirm the date as Thursday 9th February, 2006.  This was confirmed and will commence at 7.30pm.
